1 Thessalonians 5 verse 23-24

Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you entirely; and may your spirit and
soul and body be preserved complete, without blame at the coming of our Lord
Jesus Christ. 24 Faithful is He who calls you, and He also will bring it to pass.
To be sanctified is to be made acceptable to God in our everyday lives, we are to
decrease and Christ is to increase. It is a process of change of government, the
development of my second nature, the restoration of all things that were lost at
the time of the fall of mankind.

Genesis 3 verse 1-13

Now the serpent was more crafty than any beast of the field which the LORD God
had made. And he said to the woman, "Indeed, has God said, 'You shall not eat
from any tree of the garden’?” 2 The woman said to the serpent, "From the fruit
of the trees of the garden we may eat; 3 but from the fruit of the tree which is
in the middle of the garden, God has said, 'You shall not eat from it or touch it, or
you will die.” 4 The serpent said to the woman, "You surely will not die! 5 For
God knows that in the day you eat from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be
like God, knowing good and evil.” 6 When the woman saw that the tree was good
for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was desirable to
make one wise, she took from its fruit and ate; and she gave also to her husband
with her, and he ate. 7 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they
knew that they were naked, and they sewed fig leaves together and made
themselves loin coverings. 8 They heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the
garden in the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the
presence of the LORD God among the trees of the garden. 9 Then the LORD God
called to the man, and said to him, "Where are you?"
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10 He said, "I heard the sound of You in the garden, and I was afraid because I
was naked; so I hid myself.” 11 And He said, "Who told you that you were naked?
Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?” 12 The man
said, "The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave me from the tree, and I
ate.” 13 Then the LORD God said to the woman, "What is this you have done?”
And the woman said, "The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”
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Psalm 34 verse 17-19

The righteous cry, and the LORD hears and delivers them out of all their troubles.
18 The LORD is near to the brokenhearted and saves those who are crushed in

spirit. Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but the LORD delivers him out of
them all.

A time of discernment and assessment leading to progressive sanctification or
being made Holy. The Holy Spirit will deal with sins of all kinds, discouragement,
hurts, failures, weaknesses, pride, anger, materialism, unbelief, hardness of heart
and unworthiness.
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1 Peter 1 verse 13-25

Therefore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your hope
completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.
As obedient children, do not be conformed to the former lusts which were yours
in your ignorance, 15 but like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also
in all your behavior; 16 because it is written, "YOU SHALL BE HOLY, FOR I AM HOLY."
If you address as Father the One who impartially judges according to each one’s
work, conduct yourselves in fear during the time of your stay on earth; 18 knowing
that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your
futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, 19 but with precious blood, as
of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of Christ. 20 For He was
foreknown before the foundation of the world, but has appeared in these last
times for the sake of you 21 who through Him are believers in God, who raised
Him from the dead and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.
Since you have in obedience to the truth purified your souls for a sincere love of
the brethren, fervently love one another from the heart, 23 for you have been
born again not of seed which is perishable but imperishable, that is, through the
living and enduring word of God. 24 For, "ALL FLESH IS LIKE 6RASS, AND ALL ITS
GLORY LIKE THE FLOWER OF GRASS. THE GRASS WITHERS, AND THE FLOWER FALLS OFF,
25 BUT THE WORD OF THE LORD ENDURES FOREVER.” And this is the word which was
preached to you.

We are to take off those filthy garments of unrighteousness.

1 Peter 2 verse 1

Therefore, putting aside all malice and all deceit and hypocrisy and envy and all
slander ...
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Malice is having bad attitudes to people.

Deceit is tfreachery, manipulation.

Hypocrisy is pretence, not living as we speak.

Envy is grudging others being blessed.

Slander is speaking badly, falsely about others.

We are to put on the clean garments of righteousness.

1 Peter 2 verse 2-3

...like newborn babies, long for the pure milk of the word, so that by it you may
grow in respect to salvation, 3 if you have tasted the kindness of the Lord.

To put of f unrighteousness is to resist the diet of the devil. So how do we resist
the devil? Jesus showed us in the wilderness.

Matthew 4 verse 3-4

And the tempter came and said to Him, "If You are the Son of God, command that
these stones become bread.” 4 But He answered and said, "It is written, 'MAN
SHALL NOT LIVE ON BREAD ALONE, BUT ON EVERY WORD THAT PROCEEDS OUT OF THE
MOUTH OF 60D."

1 Peter 2 verse 4-5

And coming to Him as to a living stone which has been rejected by men, but is
choice and precious in the sight of God, 5 you also, as living stones, are being built
up as a spiritual house for a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.

What are spiritual sacrifices? They are believing God's word and His work, giving
up our bodies and minds for sanctification.

Romans 6 verse 11
Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus.

1 Peter 2 verse 6

For this is contained in Scripture: "BEHOLD, I LAY IN ZION A CHOICE STONE, A
PRECIOUS CORNER stone, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED."

John 14 verse 1-6

"Do not let your heart be troubled; believe in God, believe also in Me. 2 In My
Father's house are many dwelling places; if it were not so, I would have told you;
for I go to prepare a place for you. 3 If I go and prepare a place for you, I will
come again and receive you to Myself, that where I am, there you may be also. 4
And you know the way where I am going.” 5 Thomas said to Him, "Lord, we do
not know where You are going, how do we know the way?” 6 Jesus said to him, "I
am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through
Me.

That place is in you and me! His word is at work in us to sanctify us entirely from
the inside to the outside. What else do we do?
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1 Peter 2 verse 11-17

Beloved, I urge you as aliens and strangers to abstain from fleshly lusts which
wage war against the soul. 12 Keep your behavior excellent among the Gentiles,
so that in the thing in which they slander you as evildoers, they may because of
your good deeds, as they observe them, glorify God in the day of visitation. 13
Submit yourselves for the Lord's sake to every human institution, whether to a
king as the one in authority, 14 or to governors as sent by him for the
punishment of evildoers and the praise of those who do right. 15 For such is the
will of God that by doing right you may silence the ignorance of foolish men. 16
Act as free men, and do not use your freedom as a covering for evil, but use it as
bondslaves of God. 17 Honor all people, love the brotherhood, fear God, honor
the king.

Verse 17 above means to the law of the land, to all authorities.

1 Peter 2 verse 18- 20

Servants, be submissive to your masters with all respect, not only to those who
are good and gentle, but also to those who are unreasonable. 19 For this finds
favor, if for the sake of conscience toward God a person bears up under sorrows
when suffering unjustly. 20 For what credit is there if, when you sin and are
harshly treated, you endure it with patience? But if when you do what is right and
suffer for it you patiently endure it, this finds favor with God.
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1 Peter 2 verse 21-25

For you have been called for this purpose, since Christ also suffered for you,
leaving you an example for you to follow in His steps, 22 WHO COMMITTED NO SIN,
NOR WAS ANY DECEIT FOUND IN HISs MOUTH, 23 and while being reviled, He did not
revile in return; while suffering, He uttered no threats, but kept entrusting
Himself to Him who judges righteously; 24 and He Himself bore our sins in His
body on the cross, so that we might die to sin and live to righteousness; for by His
wounds you were healed. 25 For you were continually straying like sheep, but now
you have returned to the Shepherd and Guardian of your souls.

This is the example that Jesus set for us of suffering.

Sanctification of our Marriages - Husbands and Wives

Isaiah 9 verse 6-7

For a child will be born to us, a son will be given to us; and the government will
rest on His shoulders; and His name will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty
God, Eternal Father, Prince of Peace. 7 There will be no end to the increase of
His government or of peace, on the throne of David and over his kingdom, to
establish it and to uphold it with justice and righteousness from then on and
forevermore. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will accomplish this.

Progressive sanctification is God's power, not human effort! Now, lets be
spiritually practical about marriage.

Ephesians 5 verse 22-33

Wives, be subject to your own husbands, as to the Lord. 23 For the husband is
the head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the church, He Himself being
the Savior of the body. 24 But as the church is subject to Christ, so also the
wives ought to be to their husbands in everything.
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25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave
Himself up for her, 26 so that He might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the
washing of water with the word, 27 that He might present to Himself the church
in all her glory, having no spot or wrinkle or any such thing; but that she would be
holy and blameless. 28 So husbands ought also to love their own wives as their
own bodies. He who loves his own wife loves himself; 29 for no one ever hated his
own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ also does the church, 30
because we are members of His body. 31 FOR THIS REASON A MAN SHALL LEAVE HIS
FATHER AND MOTHER AND SHALL BE JOINED TO HIS WIFE, AND THE TWO SHALL BECOME
ONE FLESH. 32 This mystery is great; but I am speaking with reference to Christ
and the church. 33 Nevertheless, each individual among you also is to love his own
wife even as himself, and the wife must see to it that she respects her husband.
Marriage is a picture of Christ and His Bride, the Church.

1 Peter 3 verse 1-6

In the same way, you wives, be submissive to your own husbands so that even if
any of them are disobedient to the word, they may be won without a word by the
behavior of their wives, 2 as they observe your chaste and respectful behavior. 3
Your adornment must not be merely external—braiding the hair, and wearing gold
jewelry, or putting on dresses; 4 but let it be the hidden person of the heart, with
the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is precious in the sight
of God. 5 For in this way in former times the holy women also, who hoped in God,
used to adorn themselves, being submissive to their own husbands; 6 just as Sarah
obeyed Abraham, calling him lord, and you have become her children if you do what
is right without being frightened by any fear.

This is Godly living in our marriage, and this is the wives responsibility.
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1 Peter 3 verse 7-12

7 You husbands in the same way, live with your wives in an understanding way, as
with someone weaker, since she is a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of
the grace of life, so that your prayers will not be hindered. 8 To sum up, all of
you be harmonious, sympathetic, brotherly, kindhearted, and humble in spirit; 9
not returning evil for evil or insult for insult, but giving a blessing instead, for you
were called for the very purpose that you might inherit a blessing. For, "THE ONE
WHO DESIRES LIFE, TO LOVE AND SEE 600D DAYS, MUST KEEP HIS TONGUE FROM EVIL
AND HIS LIPS FROM SPEAKING DECEIT. “"HE MUST TURN AWAY FROM EVIL AND DO 60OOD;
HE MUST SEEK PEACE AND PURSUE IT. 12 "FOR THE EYES OF THE LORD ARE TOWARD
THE RIGHTEOUS, AND HIS EARS ATTEND TO THEIR PRAYER, BUT THE FACE OF THE LORD
IS AGAINST THOSE WHO DO EVIL."

This is Godly living in our marriage and this is the husbands responsibility.
